Dad,  
First of all I am sorry if Sue has been physically ill and upset. Please remember, I did not include her in this. You have cc'ed her in which has been your decision. I do not know what your intentions were, but I can only assume your email 'chasing' payment was either provocative or an attempt to intimidate me.
You still do not understand the request either. I'm pleased you have changed your view that we have asked you to 'fund our wedding and honeymoon', to 'asking for a contribution towards your wedding and honeymoon as you had gone over budget, and you were not going to make any compromises' but I will quote directly:
'Any help would be much appreciated as we know we are more than likely going to be short. We are trying to make as much as we can - selling things inc silver, a few shares I hold etc. If we are short we will cross that bridge and more than likely get a loan / take a interest hit on credit card as we have decided we want to do it that way.'
We have not gone 'over budget'; we have set a budget we are both happy with and we are sticking to it. We will be able to pay for it, as we are doing so now. You haven’t acknowledged or explained what you meant in the email attached to my previous email that you wanted to discuss the finance side of it all. When you phoned me the night Katie and I got engaged, a similar comment was made. It is not uncommon for parents to gift their children something for a big event in their lives. I know you are busy and forgetful so the reason for the email was to jog your memory of the kind contribution I thought you were going to make.
With regards to the loan, please remember that only 30-50% of the discussions we have had are made via email. You may not remember but I will recap our situation when we were buying the house:
 - We had £20k deposit (Much more than the 10% deposit required)
- The bank would lend us £190k
- Our house cost us £125k
We did not rely on you to buy our house. We had a discussion and found that you had money in a bank, earning crap interest and if we had more money for deposit, we would have got a cheaper interest rate. Therefore we agreed a deal which benefited us both, us with a cheaper interest rate for our overall mortgage, you a 4.185% interest rate on your savings. Ironically, with this deal, we are paying out £800 a month, rather than the £550 we would have been otherwise paying.
 I have read and re-read the emails I have sent you numerous times, and I cannot see what you are referring to as abuse or hatred. I have shared my opinions, if you have found these to be abusive or to include hatred, you have misunderstood them. I have shown these emails to Mum, Faye, Char and Katie's parents, I have even sought advice from some of my closest friends who have no reason to 'side' with me as they have never met you. Not one of them believed the emails were abusive or filled with hate. 
 The reason I wanted to meet is because I wanted to talk things through, find out exactly what parts you found abusive and filled with hate, without other people getting involved. Email is a poor form of communication. Our exchanges have had a negative tone, and not surprisingly you have taken everything I say negatively, and are reading into things not in the way that they are meant. I still want to meet and I will leave the ‘when’ up to you.
 I think you should once again re-read everything and take them for what they are. Do not look for abuse which is not there, and at no point have I ever hated you. As for the repayment of the loan I will make payment via bank transfer over the next couple of days. It is with good faith that you destroy the cheque I sent once you arrive in England. Payments will return to normal from February 2014 and continue so until the balance is paid off. It will reach your account by the last day of the month, please do not send anymore chasing emails.
 One day you may even look back and smile about the cheque.
